Group bookings offer several advantages,
including the ability to hold a block of seats with a deposit and providing names much closer to
the departure date. This is ideal for school trips, corporate events, or large family reunions
where the final guest list might change. Group fares are not available through the standard
online booking engine; you must submit a request or call the dedicated group line. For a quick
quote and to learn about the specific terms for group travel, you can call [ & +1 888-502-2592
] . The agents can help you coordinate payments and ensure that all members of your group
are handled with the same level of care. To start your group reservation and secure a
competitive rate, call [ & +1 888-502-2592] .

14. How do | add my Flying Blue number to an existing reservation? [
£ +1 888-502-2592]



Adding your Flying Blue number to your reservation is essential for earning miles and enjoying
any elite benefits like priority boarding or extra baggage. You can easily do this by logging into
"My Bookings" and entering your 10-digit loyalty number in the passenger details section. If you
forgot to add it during the booking process, you can still do so any time before you check in for
your flight. If the website doesn't seem to recognize your number or if you are trying to add a
number for a partner loyalty program like Delta SkyMiles, calling [ & +1 888-502-2592] can
resolve the issue. The agent can manually link your loyalty account to the PNR to ensure you
receive proper credit for the flight. They can also check if your current status entitles you to any
immediate seat upgrades or fee waivers. To ensure your loyalty miles are tracked correctly, call
[ & +1 888-502-2592] and have your booking reference ready.

15. What is the baggage policy for infants on Air Canada? [& +1
888-502-2592]

Infants (under 2 years old) traveling on a parent's lap are still entitled to a small baggage
allowance on Air Canada flights. Usually, this includes one cabin bag weighing up to 12kg and
one checked bag weighing up to 10kg, depending on the route. Additionally, you are allowed to
bring a foldable stroller and a car seat free of charge, which can often be checked at the gate for
your convenience. If you have questions about the specific dimensions of the stroller or if you
need to book a separate seat for your infant to use a car seat, calling [ & +1 888-502-2592]

is the best way to get accurate information. The agent can also help you request a bassinet for
long-haul flights, which is subject to availability and the infant's weight/height. To confirm the

16. How do | rebook a flight after a missed connection? [& +1
888-502-2592]

If you miss a connecting flight because your first Air Canada flight was delayed, the airline is
responsible for rebooking you on the next available flight. In most cases, the system will
automatically rebook you, and you can see your new itinerary on the mobile app or at an airport
kiosk. However, if the new flight doesn't work for your schedule or if you are not automatically
rebooked, you should seek help immediately. Calling [ & +1 888-502-2592] is often faster
than waiting for a gate agent who may be busy assisting a whole plane of passengers. A phone
agent can explore all available options, including flights with partner airlines, to get you back on
track.

17. Can | pay for my Air Canada reservation with multiple credit cards? [

The standard online booking engine for Air Canada usually only allows for one credit card per
transaction, which can be a limitation for friends traveling together or for large purchases.



However, there are ways to work around this if you need to split the payment. One option is to
purchase travel vouchers for the exact amounts and then apply them to the booking, or you can
call the reservation center for assistance.

You will receive a Property
Irregularity Report (PIR) with a reference number, which is essential for tracking your bag or
making a claim. While the local airport staff handles the physical search, you can get updates
and further assistance by calling the central baggage support line. Dialing [& +1
888-502-2592] allows you to speak with a representative who can check the global tracking
system and provide more detailed information than the online tracker might show. They can also
explain the process for getting reimbursed for essential items you had to purchase while your
bag was missing.

To book this, you should use the "Multi-city" search
option on the website rather than a simple round-trip search. This allows you to specify the
exact dates you want to arrive in and depart from Paris. If the online tool is giving you a price
that seems too high, it might be due to the way the fare buckets are being combined. Calling [
