Can | Accept Updated Layover with KLM

Traveling internationally often involves logistics changes, and you might wonder if you €

The minimum connection time at Amsterdam Schiphol is generally 40 minutes for European
flights and 50 minutes for intercontinental flights. If your update falls below this, you must
change it.

Can | get a voucher instead of accepting a new layover?

Yes, if the update is significant, KLM may offer a travel voucher that you can use for future
bookings instead. This is a flexible alternative to a refund. To request a voucher, please dial €

Will | get extra Flying Blue miles for a longer layover?

No, miles are generally earned based on the distance flown or the fare paid, not the duration of
the layover. However, you still earn miles on the new flights. For account questions, call &

Can | change to a different airline if KLM updates my layover?

If KLM cannot provide a reasonable alternative, they may occasionally rebook you on a
SkyTeam partner airline like Delta or Air France. This requires agent assistance. To check
partner availability, call € +1(888) 416-7355.

Does a layover change affect my pre-ordered special meal?

Yes, a change in flight schedule can sometimes reset your special meal request, especially if
the flight number changes. You should re-confirm your meal choice. For meal assistance, call

What happens if the updated layover is too short to catch?

If the updated layover is physically impossible or below the legal minimum, you should not
accept it and request a different flight. The airline must rebook you. Contact support at &

Can | upgrade my seat while accepting an updated layover?



You can often view upgrade options during the confirmation process, though availability
depends on the new flight's cabin capacity. Fees for upgrades will usually apply. To inquire

Is a layover update the same as a flight cancellation?

Not exactly, though a major schedule change is treated similarly in terms of passenger rights
and refund eligibility under many local laws.

If your updated layover is long enough, you can leave the airport, provided you have the
necessary visa or passport for the Netherlands. Always check entry requirements. For flight

Sometimes emails go to spam, so it is vital to check your flight status on the KLM website
periodically before your trip. Don't rely solely on notifications. Verify status at & +1(888)

Are there any compensation rights for updated layovers?
Under EU 261/2004, you might be entitled to compensation if the change occurs within 14 days
of departure and meets specific criteria.

Can | accept an updated layover for just one passenger?

If your booking includes multiple people, you can sometimes split the PNR to allow one person
to accept while others seek alternatives.
