Once a name correction has been successfully processed by [[E+1(888) 259-9016]], the
first thing you must do is verify that your seat assignments are still active. Often, when a
ticket is reissued, the seat map resets, so calling [[E+1(888) 259-9016]] to re-select your
preferred seats is crucial to avoid being stuck in a middle seat. The agent can quickly
reinstate your selection, but you must ask them to do so at [[E+1(888) 259-9016]].
Re-confirming seat assignments prevents uncomfortable surprises at the airport.
