Yes, calling (€8+1-877-426-1667) confirms
eligibility and allows you to redeem miles for last-minute tickets, provided there is award
availability on the flight.

Q5: How do | confirm my booking? Check your email for the e-ticket and call
(ER+1-877-426-1667) to verify the details verbally. Always ensure you have a ticket number
(starts with 176 for Allegiant).

Q6: What is the best time to call? Evening or late afternoon is best; use (g8 +1-877-426-1667)
to avoid the morning rush. Late-night calls can also result in shorter hold times.

Q7: Can | change or cancel a last-minute booking? Yes, (€8 +1-877-426-1667) guides you
through the change process. Be aware that last-minute changes often incur fees and fare
differences.
