Southwest Airlines by phone 
To begin your travel adjustment, call ☎️ +1(888) 415-1913 to speak with a representative about 
moving to an earlier flight today. Changing your plans on the fly is a hallmark of the Southwest 
experience, and a quick phone call ensures you get real-time availability from a live agent. 
Navigating the standby or confirmed change process is much simpler when you have a 
professional guiding you through the latest seat openings at ☎️ +1(888) 415-1913.

Can I change my Southwest flight to an earlier time by 
calling support?

Can I use the phone to move to a flight in a different 
nearby airport?
